








EGP produced an 8 minute visioning video for the
Tsleil-Waututh Nation’s Comprehensive Community Plan-
ning process. EGP conducted interviews with 11 youth
and worked collaboratively with the Tsleil-Waututh Nation
throughout the filmmaking process. This is Our Voice has
been successfully used to inspire residents to get involved
and take ownership of the planning process.

EGP traveled to the Yukon and documented a ‘First Hunt’
for the Trondek Hewch’in Band. First Hunt is an educa-
tional opportunity for elders to transfer traditional knowl-
edge to the youth of the Dawson City community while
hunting and camping in the Yukon tundra. The video is
being used as an educational tool, and discussions are
underway to have the video broadcast in the north.

EGP produced a communication video that recorded tra-
ditional land use and oral histories from the Buffalo Lake
Metis Settlement in Alberta. The video was used to show-
case the outcomes of a series of elder interviews, and site
visits. As a pilot project the video helped to expand the
project for Metis Settlements across Alberta.

EGP worked with the Metis Settlement Council to col-
laboratively produce a training video. The purpose of the
video was to help teach Metis members how to properly
document traditional land use and oral history in their
own settlement. EGP produced the video and delivered a
training seminar.




EGP is working for the Squamish Nation to document an
ongoing master planning process. Various communication
videos will be produced as needed throughout the pro-
cess.

EGP Partnered with Dr. Leonie Sandercock at UBC’s
School of Community and Regional Planning to conduct
interviews with youth and run a series of youth based
anti-racism workshops in Burns Lake, British Columbia.

EGP is partnering with the Mount Pleasant Neighborhood
House to provide photography and video training support
to six youth. Youth meet once a week over a six month
period to plan, shoot, and edit two films. The films focus
on the role of parks and public art in the area, and will be
used to inform the Neighborhood Plan, validating youth
voices in planning processes and asserting the rights of
youth as decision makers in their communities.

EGP is collaborating with the Comox Valley Regional Dis-
trict to produce 5 Regional Growth Strategy (RGS) videos.
The videos are intended to inform and inspire citizens to
get involved with the RGS. EGP has successfully engaged
50 youth in the creation of two RGS videos. EGP success-
fully ran asset mapping and photography workshops in the
Comox Valley, enabling youth to voice their opinions on
the future of their region.

EGP partnered with EcoPlan International to prepare a
strategy that included a conceptually design, plan and
phasing for the development of 8 bike parks in the City
of Surrey. EGP provided engagement services for the
project by developing surveys, organizing open houses,
and producing a communication video. The strategy was
adopted and funded and is now being implemented.

EGP partnered with a Vancouver based non-profit to
design and implement a participatory video project with
UBC students and at-risk youth in Vancouver’s Downtown
Eastside (DTES). The project provided participants with
a positive learning environment to develop a wide set of
skills, and a creative avenue to express their opinions on
revitalization plans in the DTES. This project produced
four, 5-minute videos, that were screened at the World
Urban Forum, the Canadian Institute of Planners Annual
Conference, and DOXA . and several community venues.
In addition to the videos, the project was the subject for 3
master’s theses, 2 professional projects, and a peer re-
viewed journal article. It also led to 4 job placements.
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
